Briggs-De Laine-Pearson Foundation (BDPF) is located in
Summerton, a small, rural Clarendon County SC town. Its
missions are:

1. To perpetuate the Briggs et al v Elliott et al legacy of making
positive community changes by facilitating the educational,
economic, physical and social well-being of all members
of the community.

2. To honor and memorialize — by stressing education, local
history and responsible citizenship — the people whose
courage and sacrifices were responsible for Briggs.

THE BRIGGS LEGACY

From 1947 to 1954, Rev JA De Laine led some Clarendon
parents in a quest for equal educational facilities. Their
lawsuit (Briggs et al v Elliott et al) argued that public school
segregation violated rights guaranteed by the 14th
Amendment. The plaintiffs were from what is now Clarendon
School District One. Briggs became the flagship case of the
five lawsuits that ultimately shared the Brown v Board of
Education Supreme Court verdict (1954).

OUR VISION AND GOALS

Our vision is of a thriving Clarendon County that: (a) provides
opportunities for each individual to make positive contributions
for the common good, and (b) recognizes the historical
contributions of all its citizens. BDPF’s goals are:

1. To motivate higher academic achievement.

2. To facilitate economic competitiveness of individuals.

3. To help address social and medical needs.

3. To stimulate greater civic involvement.

COMMUNITY SERVED

At present, BDPF is targeting students and parents of Clarendon’s
School District One. District One includes Summerton, the
community where Briggs plaintiffs lived. Although practically
everyone in the US has benefited from the actions of the humble
people responsible for Briggs, distressing statistics show that the
district’s children have accrued little benefit.
